Stained Glass Cookies

Supplies

Refrigerated sugar cookie dough, sugar cookie mix, or your favorite 
sugar cookie recipe

Rolling pin

Baking sheet

Foil (optional)

Butter to grease cookie sheet/foil

Assorted cookie cutters (heart, cross, lamb, etc.)

Fruit flavored hard candies 

Directions

Preheat oven to 350° F

Sort hard candies by color and place in zipper bags, crush candies 
using meat mallet

On floured surface Roll out dough into ¼ inch thick sheets cut 
shapes using cookie cutters.

Use a smaller cookie cutter or knife to cut small shaped “window” 
into the larger cookies. 

Place cookie cutout onto generously greased baking sheet (as an op-
tion you may want to line your baking pan with foil and generously 
grease foil)

Fill the window in the cookie cutout with crushed candies

Bake for approximately 6 minutes, or until candies have melted

Remove from oven and allow cookies to cool at least 5 minutes be-
fore attempting to remove from baking sheet (if you have used foil 
you may carefully lift off the whole foil sheet)

Allow cookies to cool completely, then enjoy!
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Baptism Glass

Materials: Inexpensive, reusable, clear 

or translucent, plastic tumblers (drinking glasses); 

colorful, nontoxic permanent markers; Baptism-

symbol pattern; old adult-sized T-shirts or paint 

shirts to cover students’ clothing (optional); and 

list of student baptismal dates, if available.

Directions:  Have students cover their 

clothing to prevent mishaps with permanent 

markers (optional). Roll the paper pattern slight-

ly to fit inside the tumbler, and tape in place. 

Students trace the baptismal symbol with perma-

nent marker on the outside of the tumbler and 

add their name and baptismal date, if known. 

Remove the pattern. Each time they drink from 

the cup, they will be reminded of their Baptism.

Lesson 6



Money Bank

Materials: Three clean half-gallon 

or smaller cardboard juice or milk containers 

or other similarly sized small boxes for each 

student; copies of the patterns provided with 

this PDF; construction paper; glue; markers; 

paper clips; scissors; rubber bands.

Directions:  Before class, wash and dry the juice or milk containers. 

Cut off three sides of the cartons 4 inches from the bottom.

Make copies of patterns, adapting their size by enlarging or reducing 

them to fit whatever size boxes you will use. Have the students color the pat-

tern picture before gluing them to the tall side of each box. The students will 

cut around each picture when the glue has dried.

Arrange the boxes as shown in the drawing, and glue them together, 

using the paper clips to hold them together until dry. Glue a strip of contruc-

tion paper around the three short sides of the boxes. Secure the boxes 

together with a large rubber band until dry, if necessary.
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Framed Prayer

Materials: Puzzle pieces from  

discarded jigsaw puzzles, text of Lord’s Prayer 

provided below, 4-inch or 5-inch squares of 

lightweight cardboard, craft magnets, tacky 

craft glue or hot glue

Directions:  Make copies of reproducible 

art below, cut out, and glue to cardboard back-

ing. Randomly arrange puzzle pieces around 

the words as a frame, stacking and overlapping (but not interlocking) as 

desired to cover the edges of the cardboard. Glue a magnet to the back of  

the framed prayer.
